HIGH SCHOOL DIVISION

LOCATION: Manchester Recreation Center

FEE: $125

FORMAT: 4 v 4 (w/Keepers)

CHECK-IN: 5 pm (Fee, Team Waiver, and Photo ID) --Driver's License, TSSA Player Card, or School ID

TOURNAMENT RULES

GAME FORMAT:

3 Field players and a Goal Keeper with no offsides.

GAME DURATION :

Games shall be 24 minutes in length (2-12 minute halves with a 3 minute halftime). Game length may be adjusted to maintain
schedule or to compensate for inclement weather. The clock stops only for circumstances determined by the referee. Any
player, who is bleeding, regardless of how minor, will not be allowed to play until the bleeding has completely ceased. Teams
must be ready to play five (5) minutes prior to the start of their game.

EQUIPMENT:

All players must wear shin guards; footwear must be gym shoes or indoor soccer shoes that will not mark the gym floor. Jewelry
is not allowed and teams must wear numbers on their uniforms or shirts.

SUBSTITUTIONS:

Unlimited ... Players can enter the game when the ball is out of play. (report to mid-court)

START OF GAME:
The must be played backwards.

GOALKEEPER:

Keepers must release the ball within five (5) seconds. Goal Keepers can’t throw ball in the air beyond the mid-court line (direct
kick at mid-court). Any one (2) minute penalty assessed against the Keeper may be served by another team member on the
court. A goal cannot be scored on a throw by the keeper. This will result in a goal kick by the opposing team. Any ball handled
by the keeper that was intentionally played back by his own team will result in the attacking team being awarded a direct free
kick from the place the ball was last kicked.

PENALTY KICKS :

PKs shall be taken from the top of the 3-point arc. All players other than the kicker and keeper must be outside and behind or
to the side of the penalty mark, until the ball has been kicked. The player taking the kick may not play the ball again until it has
been touched by another player.

GOALKICKS :

All goal kicks shall be taken from the end line. Defenders must remain ten (10) feet from the ball on all free kicks.

BALL IN PLAY:

The ball is out of play when it strikes the ceiling or any suspended structure, or crosses wholly the goal line or touch line. Play
will resume with either a kick-in or a corner kick. A goal may be scored from a corner kick or kick-in.



FOULS AND MISCONDUCT

Handling the ball in the Keeper Area (3-Point Arc) by the defending team shall result in a penalty kick.

Violent conduct (deliberately striking or kicking a player, or foul or abusive language) shall result
in ared card and possible ejection from the tournament at the discretion of the tournament
director.

All yellow cards will result in a one (1) minute penalty with no substitution. Two yellows will
result in a yellow/red card. The player may be substituted and play the next game.

All red cards will result in an ejection from the game with no substitution. The ejected Player will not be allowed to play in the
next game. Two red cards shall result in ejection from the tournament.

An opponent scoring a goal cancels any remaining penalty time.
All free kicks are direct and must be released within five (5) seconds after the ball is spotted.

ABSOLUTELY NO slide tackling. Violations will result in an automatic yellow card.
